‘o the OAU Council of Ministers, the Organising Committes of Ten ef
the OAU for the Secand Pan-African Trade Fair eamposed of Algeria,
Kenya,AZéire, Cameroon, Egypt, Tunisia, Bthiopia, Sudan, Liberia and
Senegal met in Aigiers from 19 to 24 April 1976,

It ig te be reealled that a first meeting soheduled fowr Algiars
Trem 1 to 3 Mareh 1976, was not held as there was ne quorum,

The following member States were arosent;

The follrwing member States were absent in spite ef thelr

The querum was thus reached and accerdingly, the nmeeting took
placs,

The inaugural mession was Presided py His EBxeellency Mr. layachi
Yaker, Minister of Trade of the Popular Demmeratiec Republie ef Algeris
¥ho gave a speech, emphasizing the importance of the event ef the
Fair and explaining the facilities and preparatiens his eountrny is
giving te this event.

The Gevernments of the member States of the Organlslng Committes
of the Seosnd Pun—African Trade Tair, who have rarticipated, kave
duly nominated their representatives tm this mesting., The lisy of

these representatives is annexed te this reeerd,
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The Representative of the Seoretary-General of the Organization

-of African Unity made a prefatory statement.

The Commititee proceeded to the olectinn of its Bureau: Pre—

‘sident and Rapporteur. H,E. Nr. layachi Yaker, Ministér of Trade of

the Algerian Democratic and Popular Republioc, was elected President

of the Committee.

A&t the proposal of the Delegatimn of Algaria, supported by all
members of the Committee, Mr. Tumba Nbunkadi, General Cammissiener
ef the International Fair of Kinshaga, Head of the Delegation of the
Republic of Zaire, was elected Rapporteur e¢f the Committee.

H.E. Mr. Ilayachi Yaker, bearing in mind his obligations,
delegated his authority as President of the Committes te Mr. Mahamed
Farah, the General Commissioner of the Second All-African Trade Fair
and Head of the Delegation of the Algerian Democratic and Popular

Republic,

Following the debate of this, the Cemmittee adopted the following

Considering the enumeration of vosts, the Head ef the Delegation
of Algeria, indieated that taking into censideration the structure
of the different posts set up for the realimation of the Seeond
All-Afriean Trade Fair, it was deemed preferable to substitute the

title of Exeoutive Director for that af Seoretayy—General.

Item 3 of the Agenda

Implementatien of Resolutions OM/Res.443 (XXV) and CM/Res. 468
(XXVI) of the OAU Council of Ministers

The #g=8 of the resolutions 0M/Res.443 (XXV) and CM/Res.468
(XXVI) of tho OAU Council of Ministers, were objech of the disoussien
of item 3 of the Agenda and are annexed to this Teport.

In general, the above-—mentioned resolutions lay dewn the terns
~f reference of the OAU Committee of Ten, the modas eof QAU partiei-
pation and that of the host country.
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Boncerning the terms of reference of the Committee, the follow—

ing points were successively debated:

A.  CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION CM/RES.443 (XXV):

1., Exact number of participating Countries.

The Head of the Delegation of Algeria deemed that it is Dre~—
matured and arbitrary to fix the number of partioipants in the

Second All-African Trade Pair.

The Seoretariat of the Fair, in reference to the resolutions of
the OAU Council ~f Ministers, did not wish o undertake unspecifio
general actions to extend invitations for the participation in this
Fair veforse the meeting of the QAU Organising Committee of Ten. In
this way the Secretariat was not prepared to give Precisely the

number of the countries which will participate in the Fair.

However, according to a first-hand exploratfon and some estima—
tions, one could count z minimum of 40 countries participating in
this Frir-

Also the General Commissioner of the Seoond All-Africas Trade
Fair, has informed the Oﬁﬁ General Secretariat that as from the
"6tk of May 1976, five official Algerian Missions will be visiting
the member countries of the OAU in srder to present the "spirit,
content and objectives" of the Fair and to invite these countries

to participate actively in this great event.

2. Distribution of Floor—space and Related Expenses.

The President pointed out that in the "Palais des Ekposifions
des Pins Martimes,” Algiers, where the Second All-African Trade
Fair will be taking place; three pavilions covering respectively,
30,000, 8,000 and 5,000 square meters will be placed wholly at the

disposal of the participating Afiiean countries.
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With regard to the distribution of flror-space, it was specifisd
that each country would be free to request the neceasary surface
for its exposition, bearing in mind its projects and its possibilities
and consequently it was impossible tr define in advance the fleor—

space to be assigned to each country.

Nevertheless, to allay the apprehensions of the Heads of the
Delegations of Senegal and Tunisis with regard to thie matter, the
President pointed out that all requests from participating African
countries will be met, bearing in mind the great possibilities which
exist on the premises of the Pzlaig des Expoéition and the extension

projects of this Palais.

With regard to expenses ¥oxr participation, the President pointed
out that to allow all African countriss to participate in this
Fair without having tc¢ bear high expenses fox participation, the
responsible Algerian authorities have decided to apply a reduced
rate of charges for renting, despite the inereasing maintenance cosis

and the general rising rates of charges.

Thess prices were fixed in the following manners

Covered gite - 100 D.A per square metre

Open—-air site - 50 D.A per square meire.

. 3. Bumber of Iocal and Foreign Visitors to the Fair

To make an estimation of the naktional visitors to the Second
All-African Trade Fair, The Secretariat of the latter based itself
on both the nucber of registered visitors during the previous
International Fairs of Algiers and on the interest which the Par-—

ticipation of all African countries in this Fair would arouse.

In this way, it is estimated that the Second All-APrican Trade
Fair would weloome between 3,800,000 and 4,000,000 national visitors.

Regarding vieitors from African and non-African countfies, the
estimates are diffioult to establish. However, it was pointed out

that a large soale publicity-campaign will be undertaken and directed
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tn many foreign countries with the view of advertising the holding
of the Second All-African Trade Fair, to describe its content and
to underscore the interest this Fair represents for trade dealers

and buginess—men of all continents.

Moreover, the large number of tourists who will be staying in
Algeria during the period in which the Fair will be held, will not

fail to vieit this show.

These indications afford ground for the belief that the number
of foreign visitors, without being possible to fix beforehand, will

be very impressive.

4. Bstimation of the Profits of the Fair

The President deesmed that bearing in mind the expenses that the
hogt country has to assume for the organisation of the Second All-
Africa Trade Fair which are out of all proportion with anticipated
Trevenues, he was not in a position to give whatever ostimation
regafding the profits. However, Committee felt that thig estimate
could be pointed out in the final feport when the Fair is over.

/

5. Break-~down af General Pinancial Outlay and Respective

Contributions of the Host Covernment and OAU Secretariat

The Committee was informed that the host country will assume
the whole expenses accrued for the participation of the liberation

movements recognised by the OAT.

In addition, the host country will Place at the disposal of the
OAU for the construction of its payilion, the site, the necessary
equipments, without its dressings and deoorations, and will ensure

the maintenance.,

The OAU will take to its charge the expenges related to the
dressings and decorations of its pavilion, as well as the oxpenses

for the trips and gojourn of its representatives in the pavilion.
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On reply to the Committee's query, the Representative of the
QAU Secretary-General, informed that for the First All-Africa
Trade Fair, the financial contribution provided by the 0AU wag .
US. $142, 800,

The Committee thought it pertinent to dwell on the partici-
pation of the OAU to the Seoond All-Afries Trade Fair, on the basis
of its contribution to the first Fair, inoreased by a certain
percentage taking into consideration the monetary erosion and the
devaluation of the US dollar.

Also the Committee decided to take the reports, measures,
and oritersa applied by the International Monetary Fund, to work
out the OAU contribution to the Second Fair.

With this view, the Committee caloulated the OAU contribution
to the Sacond All-Africe Trade Fair, on the basis of its contri-
bution o the First Fair valuated at its present value taking into
consideration, the depreciation of the US'dollar purchasing

power, according to the following:

i} The US dollar at present is a floating currency that
has no parity with a fixed gtandard.

ii) However, since June 1974, the International Monetary
Fund has used the Special Drawing Rights t» caloulate
the daily value of the US dollar vis~a-vis a crm~

bination of certain principal currencies.

iii) The last Bulletin (at the time of Committes meeting)
of the International Monetary Fund dated & April 1976,
peints out a depreciation of the dollar in terms of
the Special Drawing Rights Tetween 15% and 16%.

This rate has remained almest stable in the course of
the last 12 months, according the IMF Bulletins.
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iv) The Special Drawing Rights themselves, are subjeot to
depreciation in terms of prevailing prices during the
year 1974. It wgs calculated that the average yearly
depreciation was between 7% and-8% according to several
price indices, In other words, in the course of 4 years
the depreciation is approximately 30%. '

Therefore, by adding this percentage Jf depreciatien
¢t the US dollar, we reach a total percentage of 45%
to 46%.

V) On the basie of this perocentage one could estimate that

the depreciation is in the neighbourheed of 45%.

vi) To interpret this in figures, the contribution of the
OAU to the Second Fair, calculated on the basis of its
contribution to the First Fair, would be about
US. $206,000.00

On these grounds, the Committee reached the conclusien that
the contribution of the OAU sheuld be 206,;000.00 US. dnllars.

6. Organization of Symposium on the Promotion of

Intra—African Trade.

The Committee, having heard the statement uf the President of
the Committee of Ten regar&ing the symposium on the Promotion of
Intra~African Trade, esteemed that it wag necessary that a represen-
tative from the host country should be associated in the work of the
OAU/ECA Committee charged with the task of Preparing this symposium.
The ADB, ABEDA, and other pertinent African and U.N. Organizations
should be invited to take part.

B.  CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION CM/RES.468 {XXVI)

Then the Committee came to congider Reselution GM/Res.468
(XXVI) item by item.

1. ‘With regard to operative paragraphs 1 and 2, concerning
the new dates and the 04U pavilion, the Committee endorsed the

provigions contained in them.
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2. With regard to operative Paragraph 3 the Committee had
a lengbhy discussion and reachsd the following conclusionss

Sub—paragraph (a)

The expenses for the dispatch of the products, materials and
articles to be displayed and bringing them back to their places of
origin, in addition to expenses for dressging and decoration of the
pavilion... ete. as well as participation in the symposium will
exceed the sum of US, §21,500.00

However, in this regard the Committee was happy to take notice
that the host country will bear any further expenses that would
exceed this ameunt for transportation of articles, dressing and

decoration ef the O0AU pavilion.

Bub—paragraph (b)

.The Committee deems that the preparations for the Second All-
Afriea Trade Fair require an active participation for the 0AU
General Secretariat in the coming three meetings of the Committee,
The frist is smcheduled for the period 19 to 24 August 19763 the
gsecond in the course of the preceding week to the inauguration of
the Fair; and the third immediately after the closing date ef
the Fair, with a view of evaluating the attivities and results of

the event and to draw up the balance-sheet for future aotion.

Transportation expenses of air trips to participate in thesme
three meetings would amount to the sum of US. $4, 500,00

Moreover, the Committee deems that the organisation and the
operation of the OAU pavilion require the presence of three
representatives frem the QAU Ceneral Seoretariat whes would be
responsible of all the activities to be undertaken by the pavilionl
with regard to the presentation of the true immage ~f the QAU
achlevégents as well as to give the explanation on the nature

and oontent of the pavilion and the articles shown therein.
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These representatives have to go to Algiers at least .a week
before the inaugurational day and stay there for three days at least
after the closing date, thus a total of 25 days. The total amount
for the transportation expenses and per diem for these three
rersons is estimated (according to the prevailing tariffs) at
us, #12,500,00.

In addition, the aptivities of the Pavilion require the
recruitment in Algeria of a Secretary/Reoaptionist, a Messenger,
ahd a Watchman, salaries of which will amount to US, $3,500.00. We -
should add te this sum another amount of US. §2,000,00 to-cover
the cost of installations, water consumption, eleotrieity and

telephone,

Thus this will result in a total of US.§ 22,500.00

Aocordingly the total costs of the OAU pavilion will be as

On this matter Algeria wished the OAU liberation Committee to
‘designate ene of its representatives te this event to draw-up and
co—ordinate, in eellaboration with the Ceneral Seoretariat of the

Second All-Africa Trade Feir, the participatien of these mevements
and to determine its scope. .
